States in the last 20 years, you’ve probably stumbled across the Blue 
Hen hash, or at least one of its influences. Maybe it was a circle at a 

hash in Las Vegas (or Portland or Washington DC), where the RA’s mother 
hash was the BH4. Perhaps they showed up at your weekend hash, naked 
except for blue feather boas. No matter where you look, the Blue Hens seem 
to pop up everywhere. It’s hard to imagine that it all started off as a bunch of 
18 or 20 year olds who all attended university together.

Hashing In
America

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Twenty-five years ago this month, Tom “Fuk Stik” 
Tarka showed up at the University of Delaware 
for his first year as an engineering student and 
found that not only was the nearest hash about 
an hour away, but there wasn’t a single kennel in 
Delaware.

Tom had arrived from the Ridgefield H3 in Con-
necti-cut, where the local kennel was made up of 
a mix of ex-pats and locals who worked at a re-
search and development think tank. The woodsy 
terrain and green spaces made for great trail 
runs mixed in with the occasional shiggy-fest 
through swamps and brambles.  That, combined 
with the antics and singing of RA John “Tunnel-
ler” Lovell, along with regular interlopers from the 
nearby New York H3 - led by Ian Cumming, Skull, 
Bushwacker, Tub Slut, and others - laid the foun-
dation of what was to become Delaware’s first 
kennel: the Blue Hen Hash House Harriers.

The Blue Hens got off to a strong - and what 
would be emblematic - start on October 24th, 
1992 for the inaugural run. A pack of 20 was in 
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attendance, with some locals, but a strong presence from local kennels such 
as Baltimore An- napolis, Philadelphia, as well as both Ridgefield H3 and New 
York H3. Ten minutes before the start, a torrential downpour washed away 
most of the marks: the resultant trail was a bit of a cluster f*ck, which was 
made up for by an epic circle by a waterfall and an excellent party. Little did 
anyone know that these would become the hallmarks of the Blue Hen Hash: 
shiggy, great singing, and always a fun party.

In the early years, recruiting proved challenging as most of the members 
weren’t yet of legal drinking age. However, word of mouth and the strong per-
sonal- ity of the hash resulted in a strong, core group, even if pack sizes were 
on the small side of 8-15. Through luck, the stubbornness only 18 and 20 
year olds can have, and a lot of laughter (both at and amongst themelves), 
the hash persisted, showing up en 
masse at InterAmerica hashes, local 
hash campout weekends, and ran-
dom other places.  It was usually the 
singing repertoire that left an impres-
sion, but it was also an ability to be 
amusingly charming, in the way your 
really smart, younger cousin is when 
she gets really drunk: you find your-
self wondering how they ended up be-
ing this way at such a young age.

We must’ve been doing something right 
as the folks who started out as Blue 
Hens - whether they hashed with us 
for a year or a decade - moved on to 
become the religious advisors and 
grand masters of kennels across 
the country: Las Vegas, Denver, 
Washington DC, Portland, Pittsburgh, San Diego, and even Dublin. It’s hard 
to imagine that 25 years ago, a bunch of college students managed to find 
the best shiggy in Delaware, week after week, only to end up invading cities 
like St. Louis for a weekend (because it was “Halfway” between Delaware and 
Colorado), or running some of the largest circles in the country, but... here we 
are: “Older, Not Wiser” and still causing trouble after all these years.
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After enjoying a wonderful weekend of trails, beer, and terrific hospitality 
in Phoenix for InterAm 2017, a few half-minds actually remembered to cast 
their votes for the venue for 2019. It was a close call between perennial en-
trants Rumson (New Jersey) and the bid to host InterAm 2019 on a cruise 
ship. In the end, the cruise won out, and the committee would now like to 
invite one and all to join us on The Hash Boat in October, 2019.

Currently, the cruise will be a 5-day, 4-night sailing on Royal Caribbean from 
Port Canaveral on Florida’s east coast. The ship is planning to set sail on 
October 14, 2019 and head (who said head?) to Nassau, Bahamas for two 
days of trails (including a Ball-Buster) and hashing frivolity and then on to 
Coco Cay - a private island - for sun, fun, snorkeling, hangover hash, vol-
leyball, more hash games, bid presentations (New Orleans H3?), and the Mr/
Ms Interam contest.

Seychelles

I
t’s not very often that I take a plane to go to the hash but in early Septem-
ber I found myself doing just that to discover what the Seychelles had to 
offer in terms of hashing before I hit the beach for some R+R. Fortunately 

the hash was meeting 9km north from the airport in one of the suburbs of the 
tiny capital city (more like a small town of Victoria) so we took a taxi straight 
from the airport to the meeting point - a car park of an international school 
where a group of 30 were gathering and recognizable as the Seychelles 
Hash House Harriers.

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The Seychelles chapter of HHH was started in April 1986 by Britons John Pur-
vis and Edward Tarkowski and Malaysian Albert Leong and has run once a fort-
night since its inception. Today, only Ms Marie-Thérèse Purvis, out of the origi-
nal Seychelles hash run, is still running with the local chapter, but the Harriers 
continue to attract the same diverse cross section of Seychelles society as ever. 
With members aged from five to 74 and everything in between, all levels of ability 
are catered for and while everyone sets out on the same three to five-kilometre 
course the degree of competitiveness is far from uniform.  In order to prevent 
the over-zealous from finishing too far ahead, the volunteers, who set the trail 
the day before, are careful to include one or two dead-ends forcing the leaders 
to turn back, so that run, walk or scramble the gap from first to last is never too 
great.  A loosely regulated group, presided over by the Mismanagement Com-
mittee, the only thing that the HHH are serious about is protecting the environ-
ment that they run through and take every precaution not to harm it with their 
activity. They permit no littering and no damage to the forests in which they run. 
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The trail that day went inland up a very steep hill. The island has lots of very 
dramatic steep hills and the main reason why the hash is a walking group. ‘It’s 
far too steep to run here’ said one local hasher. We walked up through the 
narrow streets past many houses perched on the hill observing local suburban 
life.   Some of the houses were only accessible by foot.  Finally  we entered a 
cool forest with lush vegetation and beautiful coloured birds of different spe-
cies. The main aim was to reach Rochon dam, the first one built on the island. 
Beautiful views of Victoria Port and surrounding islands could be seen as we 
carried on climbing. The weather was a mix of sunshine, clouds and light rain.  
We then descended back down through a different route back to the On in.  
Then ‘comes the all-important cold drink and long chat that reinvigorates tired 
legs and makes it all seem worthwhile.’
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Seychelles Hash House Harriers are a back to basics hash. There are no hash 
names, circles, songs and charges. One hasher told me that ‘we are the tam-
est hash in Africa’. However there is the most essential ingredient that makes 
up any hash, cold beer/drinks.  There’s a few announcements by the long 
standing GM Ms Marie-Thérèse Purvis.  Then hashers chat and socialise with 
drinks and snacks before making their way home. 

Like any Hash group the group is sociable and welcoming making sure that we 
had a lift to our hotel on the beach over the other side of the island.
 
Seychelles Hash House Harriers runs fortnightly on a Saturday afternoon. De-
tails of the meeting point are always advertised on their Facebook page a few

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They said it couldn’t be done, but a Brighton company
has invented a new type of telephone that you can

never lose and is almost impossible to break.
The phone is attached to a wall by a sturdy cable and is designed
to be placed on a table in the hallway so that you always know
where it is.
This clever position also allows you to have a conversation in
private without the whole house having to listen.
And it means you will no longer be forced to sound like a

pompous idiot by
speaking loudly on a
phone on a train or in the
pub.
Despite its many hi-tech
advantages, the phone is
considerably cheaper than
other devices available in

the shops, and the manufacturers claim it will never need
expensive upgrades.
Stephen Smith, managing director of Back to the Future Ltd,
of Felixstowe, said: “This new device has everything, even a
clock. You need only dial what we are calling the Speaking
Clock to have a human voice tell you the exact time.”
The telephone comes in a range of vibrant colours, so long as
it’s black. It never loses its signal and, amazingly, never even
needs charging up. Furthermore, you can drop it time and again
and it will never break.
“We believe this is a game changer for every household or
business in the country,” Mr Smith said.
He added that a further benefit was the telephone came with
just one ring tone – two bell-like rings – which meant there
could never be any confusion when it rang.
The telephone is packed with neat design features, including a
clever rotary dial that you move with your index finger in order
to ring another number. “This is very tactile,” Mr Smith
explained, “and our test groups loved it. Part of the fun is dialing
the number nine, for example, then waiting a second or two as
you watch the dial return to the start.”
Back to the Future is now in advanced talks with British Telecom
to have their devices installed in every home. The company
hopes BT will then introduce a big book each year which lists
everyone’s phone number – and in case you forget your own
number, there is a little piece of paper in the middle of the dial
so you can note it down.
