RUSTY MAN 
Challenge

Hashing In

China

T
he Rusty Man Challenge is the brain child 
of members of the Distinguished Overseas 
Gentlemen of Shanghai (DOGS) Hash and 

Royal South Side Hash, Hong Kong. It was first run 
at the All China Nash Hash in Shanghai in 2013.

The Rusty Man is a Trihashlon of 3 events. It 
begins with a sit down full English breakfast with a 
double Bloody Mary. This is immediately followed by 
a 5km Hash with a full 500ml bottle beer DownDown 
at the start, at a beer stop each kilometre and at the 
finish. The last event is an egg & spoon race where 
the egg is carried in the mouth across an obstacle 
such as a fence, staircase, stream crossing, etc.
It is not for the feint hearted and is a true Hashers’ 
event where the drinking club has at last found a 
way to handle the running problem! Typically the 
Rusty Man is an early morning hangover run on the 
last day of the Nash Hash. The Hares, traditionally 
decked out in Hash kilts, brief the runners, reminding 
them that, although it is not a race, the Rusty Man 
is a Challenge. Hence, and in the words of Sean 
Connery from the Highlander movie, “There can 
be only one” winner. All other participants are by 
definition ...... Losers!
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As with all sporting events cheating is forbidden but it is highly encouraged. 
Such trickery might involve topping up fellow hasher’s beer or adding extra 
vodka to their Bloody Mary, misdirection on trail and especially tripping 
Hashers on the egg & spoon event, not to mention egg volley fire from the 
kilted Hares as Hashers approach the finish.

At the first Rusty Man there was only one Harriette competing and amazingly 
she won, setting a tradition which has stood the test of time. To date the event 
has only ever been won by a Harriette. Apparently no matter how much you 
give Harriettes to drink they just can’t get rid of their running problem!
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The Rusty Man has since been run a number of times across China and each 
event attracts more Hashers with the last Challenge in Chengdu totalling 
around 50 runners.

The Rusty Man will continue to run as part of the All China Nash Hash but if 
you are interested in running an event with your Hash then contact Haggis or 
Roomboy via Harrier Magazine and they will be happy to send details of how to 
organise your very own Rusty Man Challenge. Who knows, perhaps one day 
the Rusty Man will become as ubiquitous as the Red Dress Run.

Lagos
City in Nigeria
Lagos, Nigeria’s largest city, sprawls inland 
from the Gulf of Guinea across Lagos Lagoon. 
Victoria Island, the financial center of the 
metropolis, is known for its beach resorts, 
boutiques and nightlife. To the north, Lagos 
Island is home to the National Museum Lagos, 
displaying cultural artifacts and craftworks. 
Nearby is Freedom Park, once a colonial-era 
prison and now a major venue for concerts and 
public events.

T
he objectives were clear, Lagos H3 promised to deliver 
a Pan Africa Hash which was “The Ultimate Hash” a 
“Hashstounding, Beeriful, Sexperience” through “carefully 

planned and deeply thought through choice of venue, run sites, 
performance/skits and On-On Afters.” So how far did they actually 
reach these objectives?

Hashing In

Africa
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Registration
This was “Hashstounding” – with a clear and 
frequent communication through a website, 
email and a What’s Up Group and arrangements 
for fast-track registration.  Some payment issues 
but these were sorted out.

Run-Sites  
A successful Red Dress run organised on 
Friday afternoon and sponsored by Coca Cola 
brought most of the streets on Victoria Island to 
a standstill as a sea of red hashers with some 
rather strange looking women passed through.
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Saturday and Sunday offered a choice of 6 runs from shiggy to beaches.  The 
best sounding Tarkwa Bay run which involved a cruise on the sea to an island 
saw Head Mistress “Interhash” style going to the venue early to book the bus 
for the Addis hashers (but there were only 2 of us) before the masses arrived 
since there was only one bus which as predicted saw as many hashers as 
possible trying to cram into a 47 seater bus.  The trip and trail was lovely 
but the oversubscription resulted in not enough beer or snacks for the group.  
However, the next day this was corrected and beer and food were allocated 
in terms of the numbers signed up.  Not liking the idea of falling into Nigerian 
shiggy or another urban run, I signed up for the Goshen beach run on Sunday 
where we were made to feel like Hash Ambassadors travelling in convey in 
buses owned by the Nigerian Navy and escorted by a few of them on trail to 
protect us from the street hustlers.  

Venue
Similar to an Interhash event, a big stage and tent had been erected in Eko 
Atlantic City, an area of 10 million square kilometres of reclaimed land from 
the Atlantic Ocean.  Every night a whole range of entertainment was put on 
ranging from cultural dancers, to DJs, live music and even a Michael Jackson 
impersonator which was “hashtounding”.  There was plenty of beer on offer 
in cans and on draught of different varieties which didn’t seem to run out 
offering a ‘beeriful’ experience of Nigerian beer although soft drinks did.  Food 
was offered buffet style and was controlled by vouchers and servers serving 
portions to make sure there was enough for everyone although the servers 
automatically assumed any foreigner did not want to eat the spicy Nigerian 
food (but delicious) on offer which was hidden at the end.  One negative point 
was the rather disgusting porta loos which soon ran out of water and toilet 
paper.   
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Performance/Skits
There was a variety of acts from different hash groups and countries mainly 
involving cultural dancing from a particular country or singing hash songs.  The 
Ugandans bought their traditional clothes to perform a cultural dance, Benin 
Hash House Harriers did a very good rendition of the hash song ‘Everywhere 
we Go’ and the only Ethiopian national hasher performed a solo dance to 
traditional Ethiopian music.  

On – On Afters
These were arranged after the venue closed with the closing time getting later 
each night as the authorities released that the hashers were not as badly 
behaved as they were expecting.  A different venue was chosen every night 
although visiting hashers were very dependent on the local hashers to provide 
more details or even escort them since addresses were not published.  

Sexperience
No comment as what happens on the hash stays on the hash but hashers 
were well and safely prepared with Nigerian sized condoms including female 
ones being part of the goody bag.  
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Overall 
In my opinion, an amazing event Lagos Hash House Harriers! Thanks to 
Fucking Deep Hole, Chairman of the Local Organising Committee, GM 
Slippery Comer, Star Lady for the careful admin and communication and 
Eyeful Tower and Galana P for their wonderful hosting and taking good care 
of all the foreign hashers.  

Pan Africa 2019
Sierra Leone won their bid to host Pan Africa 2019.  They will have a hard 
act to follow but it’s good to see them back in the picture after the planned 
2015 Pan Africa Hash had to be cancelled due to the Ebola crisis.

Thumper
1000th Run at La Union Hash Philippines

L
a Union hash celebrated  a millennium event in May (2017) when  Thump-
er, one of its renowned hashers, completed his 1000th run.  Numerous visi-
tors showed up for the event which was hared by Thumper himself and his 

long time hash partner, Peter Pumper. Invariably these pommies pair up  to set 
runs. It was an amazing feat for Thumper to be even on his feet that day, much 
less set a run. Not because he’s over 77, but Just two weeks earlier he was 
laying prostrate in hospital having one kidney removed !  It hasn’t interrupted 
his hash schedule, though his imbibing has been curtailed a little.

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I’ve always referred to Thumper as ‘Fagin’, the character out of Oliver Twist, 
because of his long snouted visage, a familiar sight to many  on the  Philippine 
hash scene.

Q & A
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“These are the times that try men’s souls. The summer soldier and the sunshine patriot 
will, in this crisis, shrink from the service of their country; but he that stands by it now, 
deserves the love and thanks of man and woman.” 

The great Thomas Paine wrote the words above at the time of American 
Revolution. I quote them here not in reference to any particular political 
crisis being visited on any one nation state but in reference to an 

issue a far greater concern to all those inhabitants of that great transnational 
community of drinkers, namely this: global alcohol sales are falling.

The global market for all alcoholic drinks contracted 1.3% in 2016, driven, 
horrifically, by a 1.8% fall in beer sales, the International Wine and Spirits 
Record (IWSR) reported. This happened despite global GDP increasing 
3.5% in 2016, according to the IMF, who noted such economic growth usually 
correlates with increased alcohol consumption. And beer is leading the slide. 
Cider sales were also down 1.5% but, let’s be honest, unless you are an old 
man in Somerset or a young thruster trying to get some girl’s legs open by 
plying her with sweet fizzy garbage, no-one cares. Wine sales were essentially 
flat, falling by 0.1% and overall spirits sales nudged up by 0.2%

These then are the dark clouds. Only one small but glorious beam of light 
shines through: gin sales are up 3.7%. As a hardened gin drinker (though I 

note the hardening seems confined to my liver, the rest of me is softening at 
an alarming rate) this is great news but I feel as a hasher that we, the global 
hashing community, must do our best to resist this awful ebbing of the tide of 
global grog consumption.

One way is by advertising the many benefits that accrue from getting a few 
drinks down you. For s start, as any hasher will tell you, beer is a potent pain 
reliever. Indeed this observation has now been confirmed by science. Over 
the course of 18 studies, researchers from the University of Greenwich found 
that consuming two pints of beer can cut discomfort due to a variety of causes, 
including hangovers I note, by a quarter. 
Their findings suggest that by elevating your blood alcohol content to 
approximately 0.08 percent, you give your body “a small elevation of pain 
threshold” and thus a “moderate to large reduction in pain intensity ratings”. 
This is of particular importance to me since I strive at all times not to let my 
blood alcohol level fall below 0.08 percent. Some readers may be aware of 
course, that the legal blood alcohol limit for driving a vehicle in my native 
Australia is 0.05%. This had lead to two outcomes in my case: one, I live in 
Laos; two, I never drive.

More generally, however, researchers explained, “the findings suggest that 
alcohol is an effective analgesic that delivers clinically-relevant reductions in 
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ratings of pain intensity” and that “alcohol can be compared to opioid drugs 
such as codeine and the effect is more powerful than paracetamol’.

I might add, from personal experience, that the pain-relieving qualities of booze 
extend beyond the physical. It can also be a great shield against the psychic 
pain of existence. When John-Paul Sartre famously said, “Hell is other people” 
he was known to have been stone-cold sober. Half a dozen glasses of Pastis 
later, he apparently said, “Yeah, some of you bastards are not that bad”.

The psychic benefits of getting on the piss are particularly important for men. A 
new study conducted by the University of Oxford has discovered that for men, 
going out drinking isn’t just fun, it’s essential. According to the study, men must 
go out at least twice a week to stay healthy.
The study, conducted by Robin Dunbar, a psychologist and director of Oxford 
University’s social and evolutionary neuroscience research group, determined 
that men must physically meet with at least four friends, at least two times a 
week, in order to reap the full benefits of male friendship.
The apparent benefits of strong male friendships include a stronger immune 
system, the release of endorphins, an overall decrease in anxiety levels, and 
(apparently) even higher levels of generosity. (I might dispute the latter in the 
case of some hash men I know but the broader point is well taken.)

Dunbar goes so far as to recommend guys “do stuff” while they socialize, 
and that going bar crawling for a night reinforces a sense of teamwork and 
camaraderie. No shit, Sherlock.

“Bonds can be formed through a range of activities from team sports to male 
banter — or simply having a few pints with your pals on a Friday night,” Dunbar 
said.

What greater rationale for hashing could there be?  As a man, running two 
hashes a week, which most towns easily run to, will produce physical and 
psychological benefits that cannot and should not be ignored. If a chap 
happens to live in a distant hardship posting that boasts only one hash a week 
than he will be obliged to get his mates out for a few jars on another night of 
the week. Not that he simply wants to, you understand. He must.

Now where does this leave the dedicated harriette? Well, running and drinking 
on the hash will help as much with her pain relief as it does for any male hasher 
and, as for the benefits to men of going out drinking and ‘doing things” with 
their mates, I await the study that shows the psychological benefits to men of 
going out twice a week with a bunch of sporty girls to like to run and drink. I 
know it makes me feel better.

So there you have it. Get out on the hash and get on the piss (if not on the ice). 
Your health and that of the world economy depends upon it.

SWEDISH FARMERS HIT BY GOVERNMENT LEEK BAN
