                                            Information

How to get there

Buckle Holiday Camp is at the extreme west of  the 2 mile long Seaford beach and very close to Bishopstone railway station.

From Brighton  travel east along the A259 through Newhaven and follow signs for Seaford As you come to a small incline just prior to the Seaford town center turn right, pass under the railway bridge and the site is on the right. The turning right off the A259 is signposted for Bishopstone station.

From London M25  proceed east along the M25 from Heathrow, take the turn for Gatwick (M23) which turns into the A23 to Brighton. Just prior to Brighton take the left turn to Lewes (A27) but by-pass Lewes and head for Eastbourne until a roundabout, then turn left on A26  to Newhaven and Seaford. At Newhaven turn left onto the A259 and proceed as above.

From Eastbourne travel west along A259 over Beachy Head and through Seaford until the descent just after the town then turn left just at the bottom of the hill and pass under the railway bridge where the site is on the right.

At Buckle Holiday Camp

All registered hashers names will be on a list at the Parks administration office. Park vehicles on the left prior to the security gates and check in at the office. The field allocated to UK QHHH is left after entering the Park, over a small bridge and immediately right past the caravans, bathrooms and into the next field. Please check with Gary or Ian before pitching your tent.

Caravans requiring a hook-up will require prior allocation the details of which will be at the administration office.

Please extend your usual considerations for all the other users of the Park.

Hash Runs

Each run will need to cross over the A259 both out and back - so please take care….. otherwise there will be very little running on the roads except perhaps for the shorter (walkers) trails. The UK QHHH goes back to sea and sand in 2009 so join us, Gary and Claire Singleton- (Chippendale & Hue and Cry), Lesley Ware (Airhead), and Ian Perrott (The Parrot) in Buckle Holiday Park, Marine Parade, Seaford, East Sussex, BN25 QR (www.buckleholidaypark.co.uk) for the 2009 Hash and run along the beaches and South Downs.

Seaford is on the Sussex coast between Brighton and Eastbourne and has a 2 mile beach surrounded either end by white cliffs. Both Brighton and Eastbourne are only 10 miles but forget your car as there is a direct bus service to both which runs every 10 to 15 minutes from close to the camp site and takes a scenic coast route including the top of the famous Beachy Head.

In Buckle Park we will have an exclusive field for camping and any caravans not requiring a hook-up. Those that do require a hook-up will be positioned in an adjacent field but early commitment is recommended as it will be the “high season”. 

Attached is a list of B&Bs available which individual Hashers are responsible for booking and again we recommend early booking to avoid disappointment. 

Buckle Park has good bathroom facilities and boasts a very pleasant club house with a large bar for the residents use.

We have organized the traditional Friday Supper (a choice of Fish or Chicken) at the camp site, Saturday post run light lunch also at the site, Saturday Dinner (choice of Fish, Meat or Poultry- details to follow) at a local pub called the Wellington and back to the site for entertainment and, post run Sunday, a traditional Roast (Beef, Chicken, or Turkey) at The Old Boot. Both pubs are within walking distance (approx 20 mins) or if the weather is bad we can travel on the local train whose station is only a few hundred meters away from the site and delivers us to a similar distance in the small town.

There are a myriad of historic venues, buildings, cozy pubs, oldie village shops and a wonderful vista to enjoy in and close to Seaford so register now and lets make the 20th UK QHHH reunion something special to remember. 

The cost for this fantastic weekend which includes copious drinks, supper Friday; Lunch, Dinner and entertainment Saturday; lunch Sunday; 2 great runs with short and longer routes to choose from; Hash T shirt (generously donated by the UK QHHH) and all for £68 pounds per person including Hash subs, £34 per child (6 to 12), 0-5 free.
